Expectations and Procedures
1.  Be on time!  
2. Enter the room ready to work.

5. Make up work in timely manner.

· You are responsible for finding out about any lessons or tests you miss due to absence or tardiness.
· Study Buddies and Group Members may tell you about what you must make up.

· You may receive full credit for work you miss if your absence is excused; however, it must be turned in within three (3) days of your return to school.  Work that is turned in past the deadline for any other reason (unexcused absence, tardiness, laziness, etc.) is considered late and will be given only partial credit.  Tests may be made up only if an absence is excused, and you must schedule a time either before or after school to complete the work.  
6. Have personal reading material available every day.
